Å SLPôs should decrease amount of time in traditional 
pull-out and spend more time on consultation and 
classroom-based intervention.

Å Consult on the role that language plays in curriculum, 
assessment, and instruction

Å Explain the interconnection between spoken and 
written language

Å Consult with teachers to meet the needs of students in 
initial RTI tiers with a specific focus on the relevant 
language underpinnings of learning and literacy



What Really Matters In Response to 

Intervention (2009) R. Allington

¸Reviewed the research on interventions and 
the links to the classroom lessons

¸Found ñwhat is being learned in one setting is 
not typically transferred to the other settingò 

¸Settings (classroom versus intervention) rarely 
had curricular coordination, which created 
curricular confusion

¸Concluded that what matters most is that 
intervention teachers and classroom teachers 
need to use the same curriculum and 
assessments for all students.

Small Moment Stories

Goal: to retell a sequence of events that really happened 
with precise detail in such a way the reader can follow 
the events

¸ Very focused narrative vignette

¸ Is a true story that happened to the author

¸ Is told in the voice of a storyteller

¸ Setting usually does not change

¸ Has characters

¸ Starts close to the action

¸ Has a beginning-middle-end

¸ Is not a summary



Small Moment Stories

¸ Has a sequence of events over time (even if time 
period is very brief)

¸ Tells what happens (plot)

¸ Contains dialogue

¸ Contains details:

setting, inner thought, character action, physical 
descriptions

¸ Has a good lead and effective ending

¸ Important parts of the story are expanded (Show, 
Donôt Tell)

May use snippets of fictional stories, personal 
narratives , memoirs as examples
