speaking contexts. 

Conversational Knowledge 
 

 

Skills the form the foundation for most 

interactions including dialo gues with 
peers, teachers, small groups, etc.

successful classroom participation,  e.g., 
topic initiation, maintenance, change, 
termination, and clarification strategies. 

Task Development 
 
 

The planning  phase of most schoolwork.  It 

involves preplanning the steps of a task 
before beginning, while keeping the original 
goal in mine.  It means determining the 

specific and general requirements of a task, 
and breaking it down so it can be executed in 
a step-by-step approach.  

Reading Vocabulary 
 

 

Knowledge of Words and Concepts. 
Understands words needed to propel 

reading comprehension, Extracts 
meaning, and multiple meaning, and 

concepts from text, Gets meaning 
and increasing levels of abstraction.  

Writing Vocabulary 
 

 

The writer’s knowledge of words 
including the breadth and dept h of 

vocabulary at all levels for different 
genres.  Includes the range of words 

known, both literal and non-literal, 
concrete and abstract usage. 

Listening Vocabulary 
 
 

Has essential vocabulary knowledge, 

understands a variety of word 
meanings, recognizes word relations, 
and similarit ies, comprehends 

synonyms, antonyms, homo nyms, and 
makes sense of idioms, humor, 
sarcasm, metaphors, etc.

Includes: simple/complex expression, 
revision, and monitoring along with 

academic discussion and question i n g .  
 

Organizing Tasks 
 

 

Organizing initiates the implementation 
phase of schoolwork.  It utilizes a student’s 
ability to be systematic in carrying out an 

activity.  It involves active reflection on the 
plan the abil ity to follow the steps of the plan 

using a sequential, causal or other logical 
approach. 

Word Analysis 
 

Knowledge of sound-symbol 
relationships, alphabetic principle, 

associated with a broad range of 
abilities to decoding skills, e.g., 
consonants, vowels, diphthongs, 

prefixes, suffixes, etc., including 
single and compou nd words, fluently 
at the word and sentence level 

Text Structures 
 

The array of potential types and purposes 
for writing.  This includes such str uctures 

as: narrative text, expository text, 
journals, notes, poetry, letters, etc. Each 
structure determines the purpose, 

audience, context, etc. and causes the 
writer to make appropriate adaptations. 

Comprehension & Analysis 
 

Understands meaning extracted from 
conversation.  Understands information 

presented via classroom instruction, 
follows the topic, distinguishes main 
ideas from details, draws conclusions, 

etc.; is able to make inferences from 
what is said. 

Language Structure 
 

Knows the rules f or appropriate word 
and sentence order.  That is, has 

appropriate syntax and morphology. 
Can add grammatical complexity to 
support ideas.  Varies structure to 

support academic or social i ntents.  

Situation Specific Register 
 
Communication that is created and 
planned appropriately for use with a 

variety of partners in different situations.  
Fitting  communication int o the 
appropriate category or register which 

means: style, politeness, attentiveness, 
timing, modif ication, and adaptation, 
relative to authority and familiarity. 

Managing and Changing Tasks 
 

Managing and changi ng tasks requires 
knowing the steps needed to begin  a task 

such as in-class assignments or homework, 
and the abili ty to move from one task to 
another, monitoring the process, the changes 

needed and choosing the strategies needed 
to work through the process.   

 

Comprehension & Analysis 
 

Actively participates in the reading 

process and applies strategies to 
make sense of what is read.  Engages 
in purposeful problem solving and 

applies one’s knowledge and 
experience to make sense of text. 

Language Structure 
 

Refers to syntax specific knowledge.  At 

the most basic level it means complete 
sentences, subject-verb agreement, 
tense, and sentence order.  Later on, it 

means managing complexity, relative 
clauses, subordination, embedding,  etc. 

Classroom Directions 
 

Follows classroom directions that 

require a range of skills and abilities.  
Has schema for classroom routines, 
and follow directions within routines.  

Draws appropriate inferences and 
questions from information presented. 

Organization – Formulation 
 
Plans utterances appropriately for 

academic and social responding.  
Organizes responses to be appro priate 
for the situation or context. Forms and 

conveys thoughts with reasonable 
ease, speech and complexity. 

Non-Verbal Communication 
 

NV Communication includes various 

dimensions of communication such as 
stress, intonation,  body movement, 
personal space, and eye contact.  It is 

essential for  cohesive flow of information 
that does not disrupt the overall process.  

 

Self Regulation 
 

The ability to monit or one’s activities relative 
to their steps, goals, and outcomes. One part 

is assessing one’s comprehension of the 
situation or task.  The other is the ability to 
stay focused, attend, monitor,  temper one’s 

responses and remain in emotional con t r o l . 

Reading Applications 
 

The critical interaction  with a text 
across text genres. The ability to 

compare, contrast, and connect 
information , employ critical th inking 
skills to get information from text for 

a variety of purposes - perspectives. 

 

Writing Process-Organization 
 

Planning for writing and to pic 
development; includes conceptualizing, 

implementing, editing,  revising, and 
delivering a product contextually correct 
with appropriate spelling, grammar, 

punctuation, and capitalization. 

Classroom Discourse 
 

Understands rules for classroom 
conversation with regard to style an d 

intent. Makes inferences from what is 
directly and indirectly stated.  Follows 
both verbal and non-verbal cues, takes 

notes, follows peer to peer discou r s e .  

Speaking Applications 
 

Varies language choices according to 
task demands, academic, social, etc. 

Participates effectively in formal and 
informal situati ons, makes effective 
presentations, evaluates information, 

uses a variety of speaking strategies. 

Pragmatic Language Structure 
 

Use of appropriate syntactic and 
semantic choices to convey information .  

It overlaps with the use of appropriate 
vocabulary, stress, intonation, etc.

Using Memory 
 

Consists of the ability to remember 
necessary information, i.e., directions, 
content, etc. Memory is important for one to 

remain engaged, retain previous knowledge 
and incorporate it procedurally into current 
processes or work activities.
